2.1.3 “Drawings” means the Procuring Agency‘s drawings of the Works as listed in the Contract Data, and any Variation to such drawings.
Persons

2.1.4 “Procuring Agency” means the person named in the Contract Data and the legal successors in title to this person, but not (except with the consent of the Contractor) any assignee. 
2.1.5 “Contractor” means the person named in the Contract Data and the legal successors in title to this person, but not (except with the consent of the Procuring Agency) any assignee. 
2.1.6 ”Party” means either the Procuring Agency or the Contractor.
Dates, Times and Periods

2.1.7 ”Commencement Date” means the date fourteen (14) days after the date the Contract comes into effect or any other date named in the Contract Data.
2.1.8 “Day” means a calendar day
2.1.9 “Time for Completion” means the time for completing the Works as stated in the Contract Data (or as extended under Sub-Clause 7.3), calculated from the Commencement Date. 
Money and Payments

2.1.10 “Cost” means all expenditure properly incurred (or to be incurred) by the Contractor, whether on or off the Site, including overheads and similar charges but does not include any allowance for profit.

Other Definitions

2.1.11 “Contractor‘s Equipment” means all machinery, apparatus and other things required for the execution of the Works but does not include Materials or Plant intended to form part of the Works.

In either case the Procuring Agency shall notify the Contractor, in writing, the precise scope of the authority of such authorized person at the time of his appointment.

Extension of Time

The Contractor shall, within such time as may be reasonable under the circumstances, notify the Procuring Agency/Engineer of any event(s) falling within the scope of Sub-Clause 6.1 or 10.3 of these Conditions of Contract and request the Procuring Agency/Engineer for a reasonable extension in the time for the completion of works. Subject to the aforesaid, the Procuring Agency/Engineer shall determine such reasonable extension in the time for the completion of works as may be justified in the light of the details/particulars supplied by the Contractor in connection with the such determination by the Procuring Agency/Engineer within such period as may be prescribed by the Procuring Agency/Engineer for the same; and the Procuring Agency may extend the time for completion as determined

7.4 
Late Completion

If the Contractor fails to complete the Works within the Time for Completion, the Contractor‘s only liability to the Procuring Agency for such failure shall be to pay the amount as liquidity damages stated in the Contract Data for each day for which he fails to complete the Works

CC.8
TAKING OVER

8.1 
Completion

The Contractor may notify the Engineer/Procuring Agency when he considers that the Works are complete

8.2 
Taking – Over Notice

Within fourteen (14) days of the receipt of the said notice of completion from the Contractor the Procuring Agency/Engineer shall either takeover the completed works and issue a Certificate of Completion to that effect or shall notify the Contractor his reasons for not taking-over the works. While issuing the Certificate of Completion as aforesaid, the Procuring Agency/Engineer may identify any outstanding items of work which the Contractor shall undertake during the Maintenances Period.
CC.9
REMEDYING DEFECTS

9.1 
Remedying Defects

The Contractor shall for a period stated in the Contract Data from the date of issue of the Certificate of Completion carry out, at no cost to the Procuring Agency, repair and rectification work which is necessitated by the earlier execution of poor quality of work or use of below specifications material in the execution of Works and which is so identified by the Procuring Agency/Engineer in writing within the said period. Upon expiry of the said period, and subject to the Contractor‘s faithfully performing his aforesaid obligations, the Procuring Agency/Engineer shall issue a Maintenance Certificate whereupon all obligations of the Contractor under this Contract shall come to an end.

Failure to remedy any such defects or complete outstanding work within a reasonable time shall entitle the Procuring Agency to carry out all necessary worksat the Contractor‘s cost. However, the cost of remedying defects not attributable to the Contractor shall be valued as a Variation.

9.2 
Uncovering and Testing

The Engineer/Procuring Agency may give instruction as to the uncovering and/or testing of any work. Unless as a result of an uncovering and/or testing it is established that the Contractor‘s design, materials, plant or workmanship are not in accordance with the Contract, the Contractor shall be paid for such uncovering and/or testing as a Variation in accordance with Sub-Clause 10.2.

CC.10
VARIATIONS AND CLAIMS

10.1 
Right to Vary

The Procuring Agency/Engineer may issue Variation Order(s) in writing. Where for any reason it has not been possible for the Procuring Agency/Engineer to issue such Variations Order(s), the Contractor may confirm any verbal orders given by the Procuring Agency/Engineer in writing and if the same are not refuted/denied by the Procuring Agency/Engineer within ten (10) days of the receipt of such confirmation the same shall be deemed to be a Variation Orders for the purposes of this Sub-Clause
10.2 
Valuation of Variations

Variations shall be valued as follows:

a) at a lump sum price agreed between the Parties, or 

b) where appropriate, at rates in the Contract, or 

c) in the absence of appropriate rates, the rates in the Contract shall be used as the basis for valuation, or failing which 

d) at appropriate new rates, as may be agreed or which the Engineer/Procuring Agency considers appropriate, or 
e) if the Engineer/Procuring Agency so instructs, at day work rates set out in the Contract Data for which the Contractor shall keep records of hours of labour and Contractor‘s Equipment, and of Materials, used.  
10.3 
Changes in the Quantities.

a) If the final quantity of the work done differs from the quantity in the Bill of  Quantities for the particular item by more than 25 percent, provided the change exceeds 1 percent of the Initial Contract Price, the Procuring Agency/Engineer shall adjust the rate to allow for the change and will be valued as per  sub clause 10.2.

b) The Engineer shall not adjust rates from changes in quantities if thereby the Initial Contract Price is exceeded by more than 15 percent, except with the prior approval of the Procuring Agency. 

c) If requested by the Engineer, the contractor shall provide the Engineer with a detailed cost breakdown of any rate in the Bill of Quantities. 

10.4 
Early Warning

The Contractor shall notify the Engineer/Procuring Agency in writing as soon as he is aware of any circumstance which may delay or disrupt the Works, or which may give rise to a claim for additional payment. 
To the extent of the Contractor‘s failure to notify, which results to the Engineer/Procuring Agency being unable to keep all relevant records or not taking steps to minimise any delay, disruption, or Cost, or the value of any Variation, the Contractor‘s entitlement to extension of the Time for Completion or additional payment shall be reduced/rejected. 

10.5 Valuation of Claims 

If the Contractor incurs Cost as a result of any of the Procuring Agency‘s Risks, the Contractor shall be entitled to the amount of such Cost. If as a result of any Procuring Agency‘s Risk, it is necessary to change the Works, this shall be dealt with as a Variation subject to Contractor‘s notification for intention of claim to the Engineer/Procuring Agency within fourteen (14) days of the occurrence of cause.
10.6 Variation and Claim Procedure 

The Contractor shall submit to the Engineer/Procuring Agency an itemized detailed breakdown of the value of variations and claims within twenty eight (28) days of the instruction or of the event giving rise to the claim. The Engineer/Procuring Agency shall check and if possible agree the value. In the absence of agreement, the Procuring Agency shall determine the value.

CONTRACT PRICE AND PAYMENT

11.1
(a) Terms of Payments

The amount due to the Contractor under C&F terms or under F.O.R. Terms will be released as per C&F conditions and for F.O.R. Interim Payment Certificate issued by the Engineer pursuant to this Clause, or to any other terms of the Contract, shall , subject  to Clause 11.3, be paid by the Procuring Agency  to the Contractor within 30 days after such Interim Payment Certificate has been jointly verified by Procuring Agency and Contractor, or, in the case of the Final Certificate referred to in Sub Clause 11.5, within 60days after such Final Payment Certificate has been jointly verified by Procuring Agency and Contractor;  

Provided that the Interim Payment shall be caused in thirty (30) days and  Final Payment in 60 days in case of foreign funded project.  In the event of the failure of the Procuring Agency to make payment within 90 days then Procuring Agency shall pay to the Contractor compensation at the 28 days rate of KIBOR+2% per annum in local currency and LIBOR+1% for foreign currency, upon all sums unpaid from the date by which the same should have been paid.

Monthly Statements

Interim Payments

11.4 Retention

11.5 Final Payment 

 Within twenty one (21) days from the date of issuance of the Maintenance Certificate the Contractor shall submit a final account to the Engineer to verify and the Engineer shall verify the same within fourteen (14) days from the date of submission and forward the same to the Procuring Agency together with any documentation reasonably required to enable the Procuring Agency to ascertain the final contract value.

While making such payment the Procuring Agency may, for reasons to be given to the Contractor in writing, withhold any part or parts of the verified amount.  

11.6 Currency

Payment shall be in the currency stated in the Contract Data. If F.O.R. Terms then payments will be made in Pak Rupees currency through Crossed Cheque. If C&F/CFR then payment will be made in through Letter of Credit against the Proforma Invoice provided by the Contractor.

DEFAULT

12.1
Defaults by Contractor

If the Contractor abandons the Works, refuses or fails to comply with a valid instruction of the Engineer/Procuring Agency or fails to proceed expeditiously and without delay, or is, despite a written complaint, in breach of the Contract, the Procuring Agency may give notice referring to this Sub-Clause and stating the default.
If the Contractor has not taken all practicable steps to remedy the default within fourteen (14) days after receipt of the Procuring Agency‘s notice, the Procuring Agency may by a second notice given within a further twenty one (21) days, terminate the Contract. The Contractor shall then demobilize from the Site leaving behind any Contractor‘s Equipment which the Procuring Agency instructs, in the second notice, to be used for the completion of the Works at the risk and cost of the Contractor.

12.2
Defaults by Procuring Agency

If the Procuring Agency fails to pay in accordance with the Contract, or is, despite a written complaint, in breach of the Contract, the Contractor may give notice referring to this Sub-Clause and stating the default. If the default is not remedied within fourteen (14) days after the Procuring Agency‘s receipt of this notice, the Contractor may suspend the execution of all or parts of the Works.  

If the default is not remedied within twenty eight (28) days after the Procuring Agency‘s receipt of the Contractor‘s notice, the Contractor may by a second notice given within a further twenty one (21) days, terminate the Contract. The Contractor shall then demobilise from the Site. 

12.3
Insolvency

If a Party is declared insolvent under any applicable law, the other Party may by notice terminate the Contract immediately. The Contractor shall then demobilize from the site leaving behind, in the case of the Contractor‘s insolvency, any Contractor‘s Equipment which the Procuring Agency instructs in the notice is to be used for the completion of the Works.  

12.4
Payment upon Termination

After termination, the Contractor shall be entitled to payment of the unpaid balance of the value of the works executed and of the Materials and Plant reasonably delivered to the site, adjusted by the following:

a) any sums to which the Contractor is entitled under Sub-Clause 10.4, 

b) any sums to which the Procuring Agency is entitled,

c) if the Procuring Agency has terminated under Sub-Clause 12.1 or 12.3, the Procuring Agency shall be entitled to a sum equivalent to twenty percent (20%) of the value of parts of the Works not executed at the date of the termination, and  
d) if the Contractor has terminated under Sub-Clause 12.2 or 12.3, the Contractor shall be entitled to the cost of his demobilisation together with a sum equivalent to ten percent (10%) of the value of parts of the works not executed at the date of termination. 

The net balance due shall be paid or repaid within twenty eight (28) days of the notice of termination.

RISKS AND RESPONSIBILITIES 

13.1 Contractor’s Care of the Works
Subject to Sub-Clause 9.1, the Contractor shall take full responsibility for the care of the Works from the Commencement Date until the date of the Procuring Agency‘s/Engineer‘s issuance of Certificate of Completion under Sub-Clause 8.2. Responsibility shall then pass to the Procuring Agency. If any loss or damage happens to the Works during the above period, the Contractor shall rectify such loss or damage so that the Works conform with the Contract. 

Unless the loss or damage happens as a result of any of the Procuring Agency‘s Risks, the Contractor shall indemnify the Procuring Agency, or his agents against all claims loss, damage and expense arising out of the Works. 

13.2
Force Majeure

If Force Majeure occurs, the Contractor shall notify the Engineer/Procuring Agency immediately. If necessary, the Contractor may suspend the execution of the Works and, to the extent agreed with the Procuring Agency demobilize the Contractor‘s Equipment. 

If the event continues for a period of eighty four (84) days, either Party may then give notice of termination which shall take effect twenty eight (28) days after the giving of the notice. 

After termination, the Contractor shall be entitled to payment of the unpaid balance of the value of the Works executed and of the Materials and Plant reasonably delivered to the Site, adjusted by the following: 

a) any sums to which the Contractor is entitled under Sub-Clause 10.4, 
b) the cost of his demobilization, and 
c) less any sums to which the Procuring Agency is entitled. 

The net balance due shall be paid or repaid within thirty five (35) days of the notice of termination. 

14. INSURANCE 

14.1 Arrangements

 The Contractor shall, prior to commencing the Works, effect insurances of the 

types, in the amounts and naming as insured the persons stipulated in the Contract

Data except for items (a) to (e) and (i) of the Procuring Agency‘s Risks under SubClause

6.1. The policies shall be issued by insurers and in terms approved by the

Procuring Agency. The Contractor shall provide the Engineer/Procuring Agency

with evidence that any required policy is in force and that the premiums have been

paid. 

14.2 Default
 If the Contractor fails to effect or keep in force any of the insurances referred to in 

the previous Sub-Clause, or fails to provide satisfactory evidence, policies or

receipts, the Procuring Agency may, without prejudice to any other right or
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
