“GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section.

(f)
“SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

(g)
“The Procuring agency” means the Sindh Public Procurement Regulatory Authority (SPPRA), Government of Sindh.

(h)
“The Supplier” means the individual or firm supplying the Goods and Services under this Contract.

(i)
“SPP Rules 2010” means the Sindh Public Procurement Rules 2010 (Amended 2013).

(j)
“Day” means calendar day.



	
	

	2.
Standards
	       The Goods supplied under this Contract shall conform to the standards mentioned in the Technical Specifications, and, when no applicable standard is mentioned, to the authoritative standards appropriate to the Goods’ country of origin.  Such standards shall be the latest issued by the concerned institution.



	3.
Patent Rights
	
The Supplier shall indemnify the Procuring agency against all third‑ party claims of infringement of patent, trademark, or industrial design rights arising from use of the Goods or any part thereof in the Islamic Republic of Pakistan.



	4.
Performance Security
	4.1
Within seven (07) days, or any other duration as specified in SCC, of receipt of the notification of Contract award, the successful Bidder shall furnish to the Procuring agency the performance security in the amount specified in SCC (Where applicable) if deemed necessary by the procurement agency.
